 STANDARD HIGHWAY PERMIT

WHEREAS,   XXXXX             

hereinafter termed the Petitioner, requests permission and authority to do certain work herein described in, upon or along county roads located in, Clay County, Illinois, as shown on Attachment A, and by reference thereunto made a part hereof, subject to the following conditions and restrictions.


FIRST:  The said Petitioner shall furnish material, do all work, pay all costs, and shall within a reasonable length of time restore said highway to a condition similar or equal to that existing before the commencement of the described work.  It is also understood that the work shall be completed within two years after the date this permit is approved; otherwise the permit becomes null and void.


SECOND:  That the proposed work shall be located and constructed to the satisfaction of the County Engineer, or his duly authorized representative, and the material used shall conform to the Standard Specifications of the State of Illinois, Department of Transportation, Division of Highways, Springfield, Illinois.


THIRD:  In performing this work the Petitioner shall not interfere with or obstruct traffic on said highway.


FOURTH:  That the Petitioner shall not serve any patron while the vehicle of the patron is parked on any portion of the county or township highway.


FIFTH:  That the Petitioner, its successors or assigns, shall assume all risk and liability for accidents and damages that may accrue to persons or property on account of this work.


SIXTH:  That the Petitioner shall not trim, cut, or in any way disturb any trees or shrubbery along said highway without the approval of the County Engineer or his duly authorized representative.


SEVENTH:  That should the County construction on and operation of said highway require any alteration or change of location of the work called for in this permit, such alteration or change of location shall be made by the petitioner upon written request by the Clay County Engineer without expense to Clay County and should the petitioner fail to make satisfactory arrangements to comply with this request within 60 days, the County reserves the right to make such alterations or changes of location or remove the work, and the petitioner agrees to pay for the cost incurred. 


EIGHTH:  The Petitioner shall notify the Clay County Engineers office at least one week before construction of this line begins.  The County Engineer will then go over, with a representative of the Petitioner, the procedures to be followed for construction of this facility along the highway.
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NINTH:  A variance from the Clay County Utility Setback Ordinance is hereby granted to XXXXX by the County of Clay, acting through its County Engineer, as follows:  Where necessary, the facilities along XXXXXX, shall be located no closer than thirty feet (30') from the centerline of XXXXXXXXX, rather than the mandatory setback of sixty feet (60') from centerline of said roadways as specified in the County Utility Setback Ordinance.  However should the placement of these facilities be located inside the mandatory setback distance of sixty feet (60’) and it thereafter becomes necessary to relocate those facilities, the Petitioner shall be responsible for payment of all expense associated with relocating those facilities.

However, in areas where there are existing drainage structures spanning ten lineal feet (10 L.F.) or more, the facilities of XXXXXX shall be placed no closer than fifteen feet (15') from the existing right-of-way in an area extending five hundred feet (500') in each direction from each end of the drainage structure.  Should it become necessary to relocate these facilities, the Petitioner shall be responsible for payment of all expense associated with relocating those facilities.


TENTH:  There shall be no tunneling whatsoever under and across the shoulders and pavement.  Trench excavation for this pipe installation shall end at the right-of-way.  The intervening distance edge of right-of-way to edge of right-of-way shall be bored or pushed. Unless otherwise indicated, all lines shall be installed at least three feet (3') below ditch lines, or six feet (6') below the highway pavement, whichever is deeper.

ELEVENTH:  This permit has been issued to grant a variance to the Clay County Utility Setback Ordinance.  All work performed on private or State right-of-way shall meet the requirements of the respective landowners.
